Â MEGI Quick Start:  This searches a handful of databases simultaneously.  A nice first step, but be 

aware that because of limits to compatibility between databases the quality of this search is

Â ABI/Inform and Research Library (ProQuest):  A premier 

database for scholarly articles (also trade, magazine, and 
newspaper).  A friendly and robust search engine.   

Â Business Source Premier (EBSCO):  A premier database for 

scholarly articles, with fewer trade and journalistic sources

Â Limit your search to peer-reviewed (aka scholarly or refereed) content.

Â Many databases will allow you to set alerts so that you can be notified when the next issue of a 
journal becomes available, or so that any new results for a specific search are sent to you. 

Â Operators vary by database.  Be sure to look at the Help or Search Examples to see what 
operators a database uses.  Common operators include:

This tool is a bibliographic manager.  As you identify relevant books and articles in various sources you 

can collect their citations in RefWorks.  This helps keep your research organized and RefWorks can also 

produce bibliographies for you in any style.

Â Ulrichsweb:  A directory of periodicals.  Provides contact information, circulation numbers, 
reviews, and details like whether a journal is refereed and where it is indexed.

Â Journal Citation Reports (ISI):  Statistics on the relative importance of journals, based on 

citations and immediacy.  Impact factors are calculated by dividing the number of times articles 

in the journal have been cited during the current year to the total number of articles published 

in the previous two years. 

Â Social Sciences Citation Index (ISI Web of Science):  Provides data on how often and where a 

journal article or author has been cited.
