Bloomberg
The Bloomberg Terminal, or Bloomberg Professional® service, provides real-time tracking of financial
markets. In addition to market data Bloomberg provides news and analyst ratings. BYU's licenses do

not allow users to execute trades.
Locatiors: The Library's Bloomberg terminal is located near the MEGI Reference Desk, on the

first floor of the Library's south wing. The Marriott School has a terminal in the computer lab on
the first floor of the JKB.

Keyboard Basics
Many keys automatically do something, but you must hit the <GO> (Enter) key to execute others. To see
the Windows Start Menu and use other programs hover over the bottom of the left screen and the
Taskbar will appear.
Default: Log off. Or type OFF <GO>.

HELP. Hitting HELP twice opens a chat box, where a Bloomberg employee will assist you.
MENU Works like the Back button on an internet browser. At the home page it brings up a
basic menu.

Sector Keys
The yellow sector keys are located where the F (function) keys are on a standard keyboard. Enter a term
or ticker and then hit the sector key and <GO>.

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Importing Bloomberg Data into Excel

The Library's terminal is set up to download data to Excel. At the top right in Excel there is a Bloomberg
menu that provides easy-to-use wizards for importing. Import Data provides historical and intraday data
(intraday only goes back 1.5 years). Scenario Builder helps you perform what-if analyses. Fundamentals
Analysis will import financial statements.
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BBXL <GO> provides overviews and cheatsheets for the Excel add-in. If you know the Bloomberg
functions you can enter them directly into Excel without using the wizards. For example: =blp("f
equity","last_price") returns Ford Motor Co.'s last price.

Bloomberg Certification

CERT <GO> provides an overview of the Certification program. Certifications are available in Fixed
Income or Equity. Each requires the 3 introductory courses, plus 5 courses on fixed income or equity.
There are also electives on topics like foreign exchange, derivatives, and energy.

To complete the Bloomberg Certification program & 2 dzQf £ Yy SSR G2 ONBFGS | LISNA?2
simply hit <GO> instead of logging in, or if Bloomberg is already logged in type UREG <GO>.
